As part of this big change, Contemporary Crafts’ Sales Gallery will
position itself as the primary destination in the Pacific Northwest to
purchase the very best examples of contemporary craft. We invite
artists to submit work and help us make history.




Contemporary Crafts Museum & Gallery invites
professional artists working in craft media (ceramic,
fiber, wood, glass or metal) or using traditional craft
techniques to submit documentation of their work
to be considered for inclusion in the Sales Gallery
at its new location. Professional artists living and
working in North America are eligible to apply. All
works must be original, handmade and available for
purchase. Contemporary Crafts reserves the right to
feature artists who do not apply.

Digital images (jpgs)

Save images in the correct horizontal or vertical
orientation for viewing. Images should be saved with

the following file name format:

Label outside of disk with your first and last name.

SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS

>Completed entry form

>Resume (2 pages maximum) and a brief artist and/or
process statement (200 words maximum)

> Slides or digital photos (3-5 images)
DO NOT SEND ORIGINAL ARTWORK

35 mm slides

Label each slide as indicated in the diagram to the left
OR

300 dpi jpg images on CD

Label the disk and save the files as jpg images as

indicated in the diagram to the left.

>Self-addressed stamped envelope with enough postage
for return of your CD/slides

Entry materials submitted without adequate return

postage will not be returned to the artist.

>Applications must be received by 5 pm February 1, 2007
This is not a postmark deadline. Late or incomplete
applications will not be considered.



JURY OF ENTRIES

All works will be reviewed by a jury on the basis of 35 mm
slides or jpg images. Work submitted for review must be
representative of the work that will be provided if accept-
ed. Incomplete or late applications will not be considered.
Notification of acceptance will be mailed in March 2007.

DELIVERY OF ACCEPTED WORK
Artists whose work is accepted will be responsible for
delivering the work to Contemporary Crafts. Delivery

instructions will be mailed with notification of acceptance.

Work must be delivered by mail, in person or by commer-
cial carrier between May 1 and 31, 2007. Work which does
not resemble juried images will not be accepted and the
artist will be responsible for return shipping charges.

SALES AND REPRODUCTION

Contemporary Crafts’ Sales Gallery will operate on a 50/50
consignment basis with its artists. Contemporary Crafts
will retain images of accepted work and reserves the right
to reproduce images for educational and promotional

purposes.

LIABILITY

All work is insured by Contemporary Crafts for 50% of the
retail price while at Contemporary Crafts’ Sales Gallery and
in transit via mail or commercial carrier if returned to the
artist. Contemporary Crafts is not responsible for objects
damaged or lost in transit to the the Sales Gallery.
